Suddenly,
the cart stopped. It was almost as if the horse wanted to make sure that
no more noise would be heard.

Men were staring at the floor holding their caps ogainst their hearts.
Women wiped tears from their eyes and even young children stood as still

as statues. Everyone knew why they were joined together at that moment.
